As we step into the New Year, it is promising to look back on all the accomplishments our community made in 2011. Togeth-

er, the community initiated and ran many successful and memorable events such as the Vacation Lunch Program and WTA 

Holiday Party that took place in December, just to name a few. As I approach the completion of my first full year as the Com-

munity Services Coordinator, these memories of many jobs well done make me hopeful for what we will accomplish in the 

new year. As we continue to work together toward a common goal of safe and affordable housing, I know 2012 will hold as 

many and more delightful adventures and learning opportunities as 2011. 

 

We will be trying new things this year, as well as looking forward to the many Westgate traditions. In 2012 we plan to host a 

Red Cross Babysitter Training for Westgate youth ages 11-16. The training will likely take place over April school vacation 

and is a chance for interested babysitters to gain job training and essential skills for keeping themselves and other kids safe. 

Look for more information on the program in next months¬ wire, or call me to get your name on the list of candidates to take 

the class. We will pay for eight youth to take the six-hour training. 

 

Other new things we will try is a raffle to support Teen Programming. As many of you know, our funding is insufficient to 

hire a staff member to run a teen program. However, we still want to offer as much enriching programming as possible for 

our teens and hope that the raffle we bring in sufficient money for occasional teen trips and outings.  

 

Although we do not have enough funds to hire a teen coordinator, our finances remain steady and adequate to support all of 

our regular programming. Additionally, the WHI board and myself worked together to add an additional $2,772 to the pro-

grams budget. This additional money will help maintain our high quality of programming for youth, teens, seniors and every-

one who lives at Westgate. I look forward to the job of still providing our teens and community with useful programming and 

know that these additional funds will help greatly.
