Minutes of the 8/9/11 WHI Board meeting

The meeting was called to order at 6:10pm. WHI members present were Ingrid, Frank, Jesse, Karen and Bill. Lisa and Wendy were absent. Marie and Emily also attended.
Jesse made a motion to install Bill Alexander as a board member from the Westgate community. Ingrid seconded the motion. All approved.

The minutes were distributed and reviewed. Corrections were made to reflect that there was discussion and a motion to name Jesse as interim Treasurer until the August election of officers. Frank made a motion to approve the minutes as corrected, Ingrid seconded. All approved.

The board nominated the slate of officers: President – Ingrid Gordon, Vice President - Frank Adams, Treasurer – Jesse Kayan. There was not a nomination for Secretary, that position is not filled. Frank made a motion to approve the slate, Bill seconded. All approved. Ingrid chaired the meeting from this point on.
Financial Report: The July Profit & Loss statement showed a negative net income because the SEP funds were received in previous months, but the payouts continued throughout the summer, and the monthly installment of “surplus” funds from Stewart Management arrived late in the month and had not been deposited at the time of the report. Expenses included the cost of training the counselors in CPR and first aid. Jesse explained that we use a cash accrual book keeping system.
WTA Report: The annual Welcome Center event is scheduled for Sunday, September 4. WTA may be able to get a gift certificate from the Brattleboro Food Coop. Marie was asked to create a flyer. Those who have been attending the WTA meetings report that they are going very smoothly.

Americorps Report: It is Emily’s last WHI meeting as her last day at Westgate is 8/16. She went to a closing ceremony the previous week. The teens have been painting a new mural in the Community Center. On 7/18 there was a meeting with parents and teens to try to plan for the future of the Teen Club after Emily leaves. This has always been a program run by the Americorps member, but the position will not be renewed by VHCB any longer.

CSC Report: Marie reports a great month. 8/12 will be the last day of the Summer Enrichment Program. The summer food program will continue through 8/19. Marie has been researching grants that pertain to the Teen Club. Claire, who has been the quarter time Americorps SEP counselor is interested in doing her internship at Westgate, and would be available to oversee the club through November.

There was a brief discussion about how many hours per week were appropriate, and what should be offered as a stipend. Jesse made a motion that a 30 hour position be created and offered a $213 weekly stipend. This amount was prorated from the $285/40 hour week that we paid throughout the summer. Frank seconded. All approved.  
The meeting adjourned at 6:10pm.
